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Effective connection between the achievements of poverty alleviation and rural
revitalization
——Based on some thoughts on giving full play to the role of financial security

[Abstract] It is an important task in the rendezvous period of the battle against poverty and the urban and rural
rejuvenation strategies to realize the connection between the effect of steadily expanding the battle against
poverty and the effectiveness of the strategy of urban and rural revival of agricultural products. Making a good
job of linking the effectiveness of the two, is a necessary means to stabilize the effectiveness of the fight against
poverty,which is also the necessary need for promoting the modernization of urban and rural agricultural
products and the all-round rejuvenation of rural areas. Consolidating and expanding the effectiveness of poverty
alleviation and the effective connection of rural revival cannot be separated from fiscal and taxation policies and
measures, as well as reasonable financial support. Based on the work practice of a city in the province, and on the
basis of in—depth investigation and analysis, this paper discusses the strategy and approach of high—efficiency
connection between the two supported by financial resources. This paper attempts to provide a
decision—making basis for improving the fiscal, taxation and agricultural support policy and measure system, and
solving the outstanding problems in the connection between the stable expansion of poverty alleviation
effectiveness and the high efficiency of rural rejuvenation.
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
